Brief Description of Rainier Valley Eats! campaign:

Seattle Tilth has partnered with King County Public Health, Community Kitchens Northwest, Seattle Parks and Recreation and Friends of Atlantic City Nursery to co-create the Rainier Valley Eats! campaign.
