Brief Description 
Gain “hands-on” experience learning how to teach children and adults about organic gardening. Our programs include school garden programs, community center gardening classes, after school gardening programs, and summer gardening programs.  
Time Commitment: 12-24 hours per week for three, six, or nine months.

Compensation: This is an unpaid volunteer position, but can be done for school credit.

Teaching Intern Responsibilities:

· Lead and teach garden classes at Rainier Beach Learning Garden, including school-day and after-school garden classes. 

· Engage students ages 5-12 with all their senses in hands-on gardening and cooking activities that support learning across to the school curriculum. 

· Utilize Seattle Tilth teaching methods that you will learn during your training.

· Assist in training and supervising volunteers.

· Assist in organizing and leading summer programs and activities.

· Lead work parties and maintain the gardens using organic principles that you will learn.

Teaching Intern Required Qualifications:

· Ability to teach and inspire adults and children. Some teaching experience is required, preferably in garden-based or environmental education, especially with 2-14 year olds.

· Must enjoy doing physical work, working outside and working with people.

· Capable of working independently, making good decisions, communicating effectively and having a sense of humor.

· Ability to lift 40 pounds. 
· Experience vegetable gardening in the Pacific Northwest. 
· Access to a car is helpful. 
· Computer and office skills are desirable. 
· Spanish language or other foreign language proficiency a plus. 
· Available weekdays between the hours of 9 a.m. and 6 p.m. and some Saturdays
· Background in art, music, theater or performance also a plus.
